Regardless if you’re setting up remote cameras behind 
the goal at a football game to get close-up action  
shots or if you’re mounting a camera in a tree to photo-
graph wild animals in their natural surrounding, you’ll 
be amazed how easy it is to set up wireless camera 
release with Profoto Air Sync! Connect a Profoto Air 
Sync unit as a receiver to your camera with a camera 
release cable and use a second Profoto Air Sync unit 
as a transceiver to transmit the signal to the camera. 
Profoto camera release cables are available for  
130+ camera models to use together with the Profoto 
Air Sync so you will surely find one that fits your  
camera. Pressing the sync button on the transceiver  
in your hand will release your camera instantly. In fact, 
the Profoto Air Sync unit releases your camera at a 
speed 12 times faster than the average reaction time  
of a human being.

This USB 2.0 transceiver connects your 
flash generators with built in Profoto 
Air technique to the Profoto Studio Air 
software for both PC and Mac, giving 
you full control of your studio flash 
system remotely from your keyboard.

You’re shooting with one camera and want one or more 
other cameras to trigger as well? No problem! Connect 
receivers with camera release cables to the remote  
cameras and mount the transceiver on the hot shoe of  
the camera you’re shooting with. The Profoto Air Sync 
needs only 200 μs in fast mode to deliver the sync signal 
to the remote cameras. In this time a formula one car 
speeding at 300 km/h will have moved less than 2 cm! 
Any actual perceived delay will only depend on the  
performance of the cameras.

The Profoto Air Sync is also the perfect device for high 
speed flash sync with almost any speedlight or flash  
generator available on the market. Even with studio  
flash generators, the advanced technology of the  
Profoto Air system allows for sync speeds up to 1/1600 s,  
all depending on the performance of the camera. Just 
connect a Profoto Air Sync receiver with a sync cable to 
your flash equipment and a transceiver to the hot shoe  
of the camera to start shooting with flash sync.
